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Personal History
Bobby Voorhis was born on August

26, 1954. He resides in Fairmont Indiana with
his wife Debbie. They were married in a litcle
chapel in Las Vegas January 21, 1990. He
owns and operates the Palace Bar in Fairmont
Indiana. A family business, his father Buss
bought in 1964.

January 21, 1990

Shortly after buying the bar, Buss put in a shuffleboard table. At the tender age
of 10, Bobby stood on a coke crate and started throwing weights. Bobby practiced
shuffleboard when he was supposed to be working for his dad stocking and cleaning the
bar. First he was throwing weights down the board, then playing a game with Buss
teaching Bobby the rules of the game.

When Bobby was 20 he started bartending at the Palace and helped start the
Grant County Shuffleboard League. At 21, Bobby played his first game for a beer and
soon was playing all che house regulars. His first regular partner was Jerry "Radar"
Warr. In the early 80's, they won their share of tournaments. Jerry taught Bobby a lot
about the game including discipline and patience.

Bobby played his first tournament in Anderson Indiana in approximately 1977.
His first tournament win was at the American Bar in Portland Indiana with Gogie
Hoheimer from Fairmont. Bobby's tournament experience and winning record span over
three decades. Including the Indiana State Doubles Championship with his wife Debbie
Voorhis. Bobby says that the biggest prize he ever won was Debbie.

For 25 years Bobby has promoted and run tournaments at the Palace Bar. He
has helped teach most Farimont and Indiana players that started che game after him. As
well as "anyone else that will listen". "The younger players are what this game is all
about."

Today, Bobby is a pro rated player of the game of table shuffleboard. He has
been inducted into the Indiana Hall of Fame with a long list of achievements in the game

including this induction to the Table Shuffleboard Association Hall of Fame.
